Yahweh desires His children to be holy and blameless, live a life of obedience to His teaching, 
and honor Him in such a way that the non-believing world knows and understands that our 

holy God cannot tolerate and will judge sin.  
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In t ro duc t io n 
Today we enter the last major section of the Old Testament – the Prophets. Many 
people think of prophets and prophecy in terms of predicting what God will do in 
the future. Although that idea is not wrong, it does not do justice to the meaning of 
both the Hebrew and Greek words, which includes much more than just predicting 
the future. The Hebrew word for prophet, nebiy, actually means an inspired man 
and the Greek word, prophetes, means to speak before (an audience). The idea is to 
speak by inspiration in either simple discourse or prediction. Help your students 
understand this so they will keep a proper balance and focus during their reading 
over the next two months. You might begin your discussion by asking your  
students, “What is a prophet? What is prophecy?” Biblical prophets didn’t just 
preach doom and gloom, nor did they just preach the coming of God’s glory in the 
person of Messiah as do many ‘prophets’ today. From God’s point of view, one is 
just as important to His eternal plan as the other! A true prophet is a person who 
delivers God’s message (prophecy) under God’s authority and inspiration.    

The Who Are the Jewish Prophets chart in the Handouts section shows forty-eight 
men and seven women who fulfilled the prophetic role in the Hebrew Scriptures. 
Not all prophets wrote separate books, but rather we find some of their messages 
from God imbedded in other books that we have already read and studied. Some 
names on the list may not be familiar to your students, so encourage them to watch 
for these as they read the next section of Scripture or suggest that they look the 
names up in a concordance to find out where they appear in Scripture. It is also 
noteworthy that Jewish scholars acknowledged women who performed this  
ministry! 

This week’s reading included Ecclesiastes 7 through Isaiah 16. The focus of this 
week’s lesson will be from the Isaiah section of the reading. You may want to  
review your Tyndale Commentaries for any background information from  
Ecclesiastes and Song of Songs which may come up during your class time.  

It will be important to offer your students some strong words of encouragement as 
we enter this final section of the Old Testament. Many of the messages from the 
prophets will be hard (including this week’s lesson) and some will be difficult to 
understand, but all were given from the Lord for a purpose. Encourage them to  
persevere!  

ISAIAH is the first ‘major’ prophet. Explain to your students that the designation 
between ‘major’ and ‘minor’ prophets is a reference to the length of the prophetic 
book (Isaiah-66 chapters, Jeremiah-50 chapters, etc. verses Obadiah-1 chapter) and 
not to the importance of the message proclaimed. In the Hebrew Scriptures the only 
designation is ‘early’ and ‘later’ prophets with the ‘later’ prophets beginning at 
Isaiah.    

Isaiah was a member of the Judean aristocracy and his long career as a prophet 
spanned eighty-six years according to the Tenach (Jewish Hebrew Scriptures-Stone

Edition). Other sources show Isaiah prophesying from about 740 to 691 B.C. 
Isaiah’s contemporary, Hosea, prophesied to the Northern Kingdom at the time 
Isaiah prophesied to the Kingdom of Judah. Like the other prophets during this time 
period, Isaiah spoke primarily against idolatry, a sin which opened the door to other 
moral and social sins against the LORD. The holiness of the people and the sanctity 
of the Temple service had been violated by disobedience to Yahweh’s covenant. 
God would use foreign kings to first discipline and then bless His children—with 
the ultimate blessing coming from God Himself. Even though judgment was certain 
because the people would not listen to Isaiah and repent, God in His mercy would 
provide comfort and consolation through His chosen Servant who would be a  
Redeemer, a Savior – none other than the Holy One of Israel Himself!
